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Two out of four:
Outpatients Department - 2 weeks – 80h
Pediatrics – 2 weeks – 80h
Ambulans Service – 80h
Obstetrics & Gynecology – 80 h
3rd year, Advanced MD program ED students
2nd Faculty of Medicine

[bookmark: _GoBack]Upon completion of their third year of the Advanced MD program of study students are required to take one-month summer clinical clerkships(total 160 hours) including a two of below mentioned trainings at a teaching hospital in Poland or selected foreign countries.

The head of the department or an appointed supervisor assigns a detailed program of the training and scheduled duties and also evaluates students’ performance.
Responsible for the appropriate course of the training is a fully qualified specialist in a particular medical, laboratory or nursing area.

      1. Two weeks practical courses in the Pediatric  Ward. The training program cover the following aspects: 

· treatment of pediatric patients with regard to their age and natural or artificial feeding,
· calculation of nutritional requirements, fluid supply, drug dosage,
· taking a history, performing physical examination with regard to the developmental age,
· knowledge of the vaccination and immunization schedule,
· knowledge of sanitary and epidemiological  rules in the neonatal and pediatric wards and ways of preventing hospital infections.

2. A two-week training at the Ambulance Service which comprises:

·  instruction in the scope of activities provided by the service (completing and filing records, assessing the time of temporary work disability, referring patients to hospital, rendering transport service, organizing emergency / rescue operation in mass poisoning, epidemics, accidents, natural disasters etc.
· assisting the physician in providing emergency aid and shadowing them on home calls.
· assisting the physician in general, resuscitation, accident and emergency, pediatric and ob/ gyn ambulance calls.
· instruction in life-saving procedures.


3. A two-week training at the Department of Obstetrics and Gynecology. The program provides instruction in the following aspects:

· organization and functioning of the Obstetric Admissions Department, Labor Ward and Maternity Ward;
· admitting the patient, setting up the patient’s records, carrying out activities with respect to the patient’s personal toilet;
· monitoring the stages of labor, completing the chart of the labor course with a particular focus on paramenters with respect to the maternal and fetal status;
· delivering the patient under a close supervision of  an obstetrician and midwife;
· assistance in suturing the perineum;
· post-delivery assessment of the placenta;
· instruction in operating diagnostic devices (e.g. amnioscope, pulse rate detector etc.);
· assisting in the Caesarian section
· organization and management of work at the Gynecological Admission Department and in the Gynecological Ward;
· principles of gynecological examination;
· criteria used for qualifying patients for operation;
· management of work in the treatment room, completing and filing records, collecting samples for histopathological and cytological examination;
· assisting in gynecological surgical procedures;
· early postoperative monitoring, completing the patients’ chart;
· management of patients admitted for threatened abortion;
· principles of prevention of neoplasia of the female genital organs and breast; 

4. A two-week training at the Outpatients’ Department

Students are expected to perform under supervision, all the nursing procedures typical of the outpatients’ departments and to be involved in carrying out examinations or investigations in particular diagnostic laboratories and departments.
· The ultimate goals of instruction provided in the outpatients’ department are:
· to acquaint students with procedures concerning patients’ registration, types of records and filing system used in the outpatients’ departments,
· to provide information on rules of referring patients on sick leaves, releasing sickness certificates, referrals to specialists, filling in particular forms and letters,
· to teach the techniques of repairing surgical dressing materials and surgical instruments for sterilization, 
· to acquaint students with the functioning of the treatment room, to teach them to give subcutaneous, intracutaneous and intramuscular injections, to perform diagnostic tests and to interpret the results,
· to teach the technique of application of plaster of Paris,
· to teach the theory and, if possible, the practical application of the first aid in emergencies,
· to prepare students to assist the physician in minor procedures,
· to prepare students to assist the physician in examining outpatients and participating in home rounds.


NOTE: During their training in above mentioned wards students are expected to perform two twenty-four hour shifts when they shadow the physician/surgeon in charge and assist or do the regulator work.
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
